When did you first start diving? Believe it or not! I only started diving in December 1998! And look how far Iõve come! 

Was it hard to learn? Well.... at first I really dreaded it because I thought it was going to be really hard, but I started  to  

continue with the Deep Dive Course (which is really easy!), it was combined with the Nitrox Course (a little harder, but not 

much) and so on till I worked my way up to Dive Con level. 

Did I need to be strong & fit? Well I didnõt have to be Wonder Women or anything, but you need to be reasonably fit for the 
Stress & Rescue Course, which is the most challenging of them all, physically. It was great fun though! 

Whatõs my favourite dive adventure? I have soooé many of them! 

Locally I would have to say the South Tomi wreck site is really good! Thereõs heaps of fish life on the wreck and always 

something new to see EVERY time I dive there! Although sometimes the visibility can be limited (anywhere between 5-15 

metres, depending on the day), itõs a great dive and can take up to two or three dives to see it all, depending on how good you 

are with your air. Iõve seen big Samson Fish, Spanish Mackerel, Batfish, Lionfish and Stripeys as well as heaps of bait fish 

on the wreck and in the beginning I used to take fish bait out there to feed them, which was great fun!! 

Houtman Abrolhos Islands, always good visibility (15-20 metres) all year round. Iõve taken a lot of tourists out to the  

Abrolhos, especially the Easter Group, and I will never get tired of going there!! Talk about an oasis! Iõve had so many tour-

ists tell me that after diving the Great Barrier Reef they wished they had come here first as we have soooé much more to see!! 

(doesnõt that make you want to go yourself!) Iõve been so lucky to be able to go so many times, I only wish Iõd had a chance 

to take photos of all the things Iõve seen over there! 

Vanuatu was amazing! I dived on the USS Coolidge. The Coolidge was a luxury liner commandeered by the US Navy dur-

ing WWII and was accidently sunk when it hit a mine. The lucky part was that they managed to run it aground and get 

everybody off before it slid into 60 metres of water. I dived deep enough to see the swimming pool at 54 metres, (Narked out 

of my brain! I tried to count the one inch tiles on the bottom!), luckily I had a buddy looking out for me! 

The Rowley Shoals is another dive I want to do again and again and  again! Itõs fantastic!! Thereõs so much variety in the 

types of dives you can experience there! Slow drift dives, super fast drift dives and plenty of different relaxing dives to take 

part in. 

Did I dive this winter? I sure did!! Youõd be a fool not too! Itõs usually clearer and calmer at the beginning of winter than it is 
in summer. You actually have a better chance to go diving more often too! Believe it or not, the water is still usually warm 

as well. 

Whatõs my favourite fish? Crikey!!... Well I use to dread seeing my first shark, but now Iõve finally done that, they arenõt so 
scary after all! I love watching the huge Manta Rays and I love all the colourful fish too! Cuttlefish are amazing to watch 

and you can interact with them. Again... too many to list them all and I have just been to Bali where I saw three HUGE Sun 

Fish which were magnificent! 

Whatõs the best thing about diving? EVERY DIVE is totally different! I have never had two dives the same, even when I take 

groups on the same dive all the time! Thereõs always something new to see, so you NEVER get 

bored with diving! So if you have a short attention span, DIVING IS FOR YOU!!!! And Iõm not 

just saying that to get you motivated to try diving, I REALLY BELIEVE IT!!! 

Anywayé I hope youõve enjoyed reading about some of my adventures, now isnõt it about time 

you got out there and had some of your own?   JUST DO IT!!! OK! 

I guarantee you will NEVER regret it!!
